Kristiina Kumpulainen is an AI in the Centre of Excellence for the Digital Child. She is a Professor and Head of the Department of Language and Literacy Education in the Faculty of Education, University of British Columbia. She received her PhD in education from the University of Exeter, UK. Her research expertise is in the fields of digital mediation of children’s interactions, digital and maker contexts to support learning of young children, and play-based pedagogies and media-based education.

Gregory Metcalfe is Children's Parliament's Project Lead on Exploring Children's Rights and AI. He has a background in education. The Children's Rights and AI Team have been facilitating sessions for children from four schools across Scotland where they have been investigating how children's lives intersect with Artificial Intelligence, exploring what are children's views on AI  and what they think AI should do to uphold children's human rights.
